Behind your energy bill
Look closely at this month’s KU bill and you’ll see more information than 
ever to help you assess your energy usage, budget better and save money. 
Here’s what it all means:

➊ �Check here for information on KU  
programs that can help you, such as our 
Budget Payment Program that lets you 
spread out the higher cost of winter bills 
over the entire year.

➋ �Underneath these tips, you’ll find Averages 
that can help you compare this year’s usage 
to last year’s: the average temperature for 
the billing period, how many days were in 
the billing period and an estimate of how 
much energy you used each day.

➌ �Your Account Information includes your 
account number, name and address. The 
Billing Summary includes the amount of 
your bill last month, any payments you have 
made in the last month, the current charges  
and total amount due.

➍ �Under Electric Charges you’ll see what 
goes into figuring the amount of your bill. 
This includes your Energy Charge (your rate 
multiplied by your electric usage) and Meter 
Reading Information (including the date of 
your latest meter reading, whether the last 
reading was actual or estimated and how 
many kilowatt hours you used).

➎ �On the second page of your bill, you’ll  
find the Other Charges or Taxes and  
Fees section, which includes items such  
as any local taxes and franchise fees you pay.

➏ ��Payment Information includes the amount  
due and details such as your actual account 
balance, if you are part of our Budget  
Payment Program.  

➐ �A new entry under Important Information  
will tell you how much carbon dioxide your 
home’s energy use generated, otherwise 
known as your “carbon footprint.” Reducing 
these emissions is important and it starts 
with reducing the amount of electricity  
you use.  

➑ �At the bottom of your bill (on the back of  
the stub, or portion you return with your 
payment), you’ll find the easiest way to sign 
up for various programs, like our Budget 
Payment Plan or Automatic Bank Club.
